Kittitas County has a population of 32,500 and csva 2,315 square mile area, or
approximately 1,481,600 acres, including 250,582saassessed as forest land. Over fifty
percent of our county is exempt from taxation adeffal, State, County, City, etc. property.

Our office maintains information on over 25,573ahbe real property parcels, 2,339 personal
property parcels, 3,024 exempt parcels, 305 Demantrof Wildlife parcels and 897 personal

and real property utility parcels. There were 2,%frcels on which $63,958,028 of new
construction value was added in 2000.

We are required to keep numerous records in additbothousands of property appraisal
reports. A detailed series of maps showing alpprties within the county are maintained
along with a set of aerial photos. Each time priypis sold or divided, or a new plat filed,
the transaction is shown in office records. Oweasment roll of the county lists ownership
and address, description, parcel number, tax coele ase code, revaluation year and the
valuation of land and buildings for all taxable pecty.

State law requires assessors to value all profmrtsix purposes at 100 percent of its true and fali
market value in money, according to the highesttaasd use of the propert¥he Assessor does

not set budgets for taxing districts. The Assessor does not bill or collect taxes. Budgets are
established by the taxing districts and taxes dliexdband collected by the County Treasurer.

Once budgets have been established and submittbd taxing districts, the role of the Assessor
is to calculate the tax rates necessary to genérateevenue needed to meet the budgetary
requirements of the districts. The Assessor mdis¢ige to constitutional and statutory tax limits
and levy amounts approved by voters.

The assessed value of your property multipliednaytax rate per thousand dollars of assessed
value determines the amount of tax you will pay@s equitable share of the total tax burden.

The amount of property tax you pay is determinethbycost of state and local governments. This
includes the operating costs of local schools,ariy county government as well as the expense of
maintaining other taxing entities such as libréirg, water and sewer districts. A portion of your
property tax dollar goes to pay off bonds for ca@gimprovements.

The state school levy has the highest statutorg odtall taxing districts. The rate is
$3.60/Equalized Market Value per $1,000 of assegsledtion. With the passage of Referendum
47 in November of 1997 the state school levy ighterr constrained by levy limitation.

There are two principle limitations that directifezt how high your property tax can go:

One Percent Constitutional Limit

The Washington Constitution limits the regular (harted) property tax to 1% ($10 per $1,000 of
assessed valuation). This limit is subject tastay reductions which make the actual rate $5.90
per $1,000 of assessed valuation. Voters may dméhadditional levies that are added to this
figure.

Levy Limit

This law generally restricts individual taxing dists from collecting in any year, more than a 6%
increase in regular, non-voted levies over thedsgjamount that could have been collected in any
year beginning with the 1985 levy. The passadesbérendum 47 created additional restrictions.
A district with a population of under 10,000 magnease their budget 6% by resolution and a
majority vote of their district board. For distsavith a population of over 10,000, if they choose
to increase their budget over the implicit pricélater (annual inflation rate as described in
Referendum 47) they must do so by proving the sultisi need of the district for the increase and
passing a resolution by a super-majority vote efdistrict’'s board. These restrictions apply to a
taxing district budget anabt to individual properties. New construction, aret@ns, and excess
levies approved by the voters are not includedis levy limit. Therefore, a taxing district's
actual revenue increase may be greater that 6%.

Note:
These two limits apply to the district as a whaolée limits arenot applied toindividual parcels
of property.
