SPECIAL MEETING     FINANCIAL STRATEGIC PLANNING      COMMISSIONERS 
 
At 10:00 a.m. Commissioner McClain opened a special  meeting to 
discuss Financial Strategic Planning for Kittitas C ounty.  
 
Susan Musselman, provided documents for the Commiss ioners to review 
and reviewed an overview of financing process, alte rnatives and 
timing.  She explained bond terms and what the stan dard is as well 
as explaining bond council. She indicated that bond  council is the 
legal council to tell the client what’s okay and wh at’s not. She 
reviewed the importance of a bond underwriter and e xplained that 
they are necessary to invest & obtain the bond. She  explained that a 
bond underwriter’s job is to buy the package of bon ds and then they 
sell it to counties, cities and other municipalitie s. She briefly 
reviewed bond ratings and bond insurance. 
 
Judy Pless, Budget & Finance Manager questioned whe ther the bonds 
are a fixed interest rate or variable. 
 
Chairman McClain questioned what Kittitas County wa s capable of 
bonding. 
 
Judy Pless, Budget & Finance Manager indicated that  the Real Estate 
Excise Tax (REET) is down right now and it was not forecasted. 
 
Susan Mussleman, questioned the timing and scope th e Commissioners 
had in mind. She explained that as of today there a re offers with 
Key Bank to do an interim six month finance period with a 3% fixed 
rate or 6% prime. She questioned the Commissioners on the location 
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of the proposed facility. Chairman McClain indicate d that the 
proposed location was north of the building. 
 
Steve Panattoni, Patrol Sergeant provided a rough i dea of a layout 
for the Mtn. View property if it was purchased. He explained that in 
the future there would be room at this location if the County grew 
to have a coroner’s office. 
 
Chairman McClain explained his desire to have a goo d concrete idea 
in the next few months of what the County needs and  can bond for. He 
indicated that a new building for administrative st aff is what we 
need and we as a County need to come up with ten mi llion dollars. He 
indicated that roughly around twenty thousand squar e feet would be 
needed for the new building.  
 
Susan Mussleman, suggested the Commissioners consid er a line of 
credit possibly as another option to a bond. 
 
Chairman McClain questioned how long it would be be fore the Board 
saw a complete proposal. 
 
The Commissioners asked if Judy Pless, Deanna Panat toni and Susan 
Mussleman would be willing to get a proposal togeth er for the 
Commissioners within the next three to four weeks. Commissioner 
Crankovich indicated that if they could meet back i n a month even 
with some place holder figures it would help to get  the ball 
rolling.  The Commissioners reviewed what was neede d in the proposal 
for a bond. The Commissioners reviewed an outline o f County “needs” 
starting with a new building which would be new con struction; Mtn. 
View property which would be remodel; remodel the e xisting Sheriff’s 
admin location for jail cells etc. There was discus sion on bringing 
Lombard Conrad Architects (LCA) back on, as they ar e familiar with 
the Jail facility and they have the experience from  the previous 
proposal for the Law & Justice center. 
 
Commissioner Crankovich moved to bring LCA back to draft plans for 
the Sheriff’s Administrative offices to be remodele d for jail cells, 
not to exceed twenty thousand dollars. Commissioner  Huber seconded. 
Motion carried 3-0. 
 
Commissioner Huber was selected to be the lead on t he Mtn. View 
property. She indicated that she would keep the Boa rd informed with 
what information she found out as well as keeping t he Sheriff’s 
office staff involved in the process.
