originally thought the lots were Ag 20 and wouldt moeet lot size

Pierc
stated the denial of the Short Plats has beensegdexdministratively an
review of plats is expedited because of the lemgtiime to clarify the
denial. Piercy stated both applicants have writedters (see handout
withdrawing the appeal, therefore it is not necesda set dates fo
appeal. Commissioner McClain questioned if the iappt knew that it
was Ag 3 but CDS stated it was Ag 20, why did tes$ so far. Piercy
stated both were represented by a surveyor. Updialimeview of
applications indicated they were not in the zortest twere indicate
because of the misinformation in the GIS layer.hAdbrrection, CDS s
in agreement with applicant that the zoning is appate for the lot size
proposed. Commissioner McClain asked if the surveyeestioned the
zoning before it got to the appeal stage. Pierayedtthat they did s
CDS rechecked the GIS layer which came back Ag i exrors are
rarely found in GIS layer. After the appeals weledf some informatior
was identified leading CDS to believe the propertiere appropriatel
rezoned but the rezone was not mapped properly. &S&arched th
errors and were able to correct the map. Pierdgdthat CDS has gon

Piercy st&&$é found
number of errors, have updated records and aredemfthe data of all
rezones since 1990 are in the system and are &c@ammissione
Huber questioned if the surveyor realized CDS efPoercy stated that
the surveyors had a recollection of the rezone thad their maps ha
been updated. CDS could not identify why surveyapsihad bee
updated but CDS records were not updated. Pienogtated that al
ordinances since 1990 had been researched andraik éhad bee
corrected. Commissioner Crankovich stated that bagbplicant
requested a refund for the appeal. Piercy statativile do not refun
appeal fees because of staff effort. He also sthtcthe applicant is not
at fault because of inaccurate information and khoot be penalize
and would recommend to the board that the fees dfanded.
Commissioner McClain asked what the challenges efonding th
money are. Piercy stated the denial would not Hsen made and an
appeal would not have been filed if the informatiwould have bee
correct. He stated that there is a process in thentg to refund
application fees but questioned if this a precedent want to set an
lower the parameters. Piercy stated that in hitohjishere, they hav
never refunded an application fee as it is spedlficstated in the cod
that we do not. Commissioner Crankovich agreed wighexception th
mistake was on our side. Commissioner McClain agkeda motion.
Commissioner Crankovich moved to refund the $508eapfees sinc
the mistake was on our side. Commissioner Hubeorgkthe motion
Commissioner Crankovich reinstated that this wasarty our mistak
and he did not want to set a precedent.

. Piercy stated that we have been working with Suilack years on th
development of the Winston Bridge. He stated tlsaagrecursor, w
developed a safety plan providing a second acc#ssTiumblecreek
Piercy stated that there have been a number oégssesulting in
number of delays. Piercy stated that we have firdlimost of th
general arrangements in regards to easement asd ikgues have been
settled. He also stated that we have yet to gougtrocenvironmental
review, final bridge design and actual constructi®rercy stated that the
point of the letter (See handout) is to bring te tGommissioners’
attention that it will be a matter to be broughtttioin a future agenda
session for formal action. Piercy also stated tifiate a number of factors
involved, the additional delay is not going to atfemergency vehicles
access, safety code or homes in the area. He taltsal ghat the Jenkins
Drive plan (see handouts) is in place and seerbsg tworking very well,
Piercy stated that there Suncadia representatiees tb expand on the
reasons of the delays. Piercy stated that the geregjuest is to delay the
bridge construction an additional two years. Steathrop stated that the
forest service is about half way through with @gdl review because the
bridge is being construction on forest service ldrathrop stated they
would like to target having their agreements ircplavith the County by
the end of this year. Lathrop stated that the §jtstrter of 2009 would be
the time to get through with the forest service #mat would allow for
completion of engineering late next year and tintimg with the various
requirements for work around the Cle Elum RiveratHrop stated that




there is a fair amount of work to be done withie tounty. One being
Public Work giving Suncadia the maintenance schedulThe
Commissioners preliminarily determined Suncadia ounake a
maintenance contribution but the County would namtthe road
Commissioner McClain stated that he didn't rememdpetting to that
point but he did remember the discussion. McClaiought there wa
still some discussion left to determine if the Cyuwas willing to take
this on. Lathrop stated that they thought they passed that but until
something is documented, anything can happen. Cesionier McClain
asked to be brought up to speed on the depositrdmtstated if this
bridge were to not be built, a second access has Ipeeliminarily
approved on Jenkins Drive to reconstruct road for@miate standard
and will stay in place until the Winston Bridgeoigen. ?? stated that if|it
sounds like nothing is happening, something is bapy every day.
Piercy stated that we plan on bringing this to B@CC September 1
Public Meeting at which time you can consider theeadment to thg
safety plan which can provide for the extensionlnkés questioned i
there an action item that Public Works is suppasetie undertaking.
Piercy stated before it is brought forward, we wantmake sure Public
Works is involved.
. Piercy stated we are under contract with the Castadd Conservatory
to develop a draft TDR program. The draft has h@enided by Cascad
Land Conservatory and a copy had been providedtorfissioners an
staff. The draft has been reviewed internally amstussed with th
Commissioners the elements of the TDR program wmeqo Pierc
stated that we believe we are ready to move forwargresent th
document to the public for their review and consatien and comments.
Piercy stated that we would like to schedule publien houses and
formal public hearings before the Planning Commissiver the cours
of the next several months, specifically Septenarat October. Pierc
also stated following the schedule of the comp @Earendment cycl
we would like to bring this forward to the BOCC Mkovember o
December so public hearings can be conducted ardedo the proposed
change of ordinance. Piercy stated that we wouleg lto see
authorization to release the document to the pwiat begin the process
for public review, comments and formal public hegs to move thi
project forward. Commissioner Crankovich motionedriove forward
Commissioner Huber second that motion. Piercy dtatkat a
information comes available, we will forward comrteeno the Boar
and keep them updated. Commissioner McClain sti@dhe thinks i
would helpful to forward all comments on to CLCeRly stated that as
our contractor, they will be actively involved.
. Piercy stated that we are getting a rash of ingsiiregarding recreationgl
vehicles, mobile homes and manufactured homesh@eeout). We ar
seeing illegal placings of models known as Park &adPark models ane
sold with all sorts of amenities which might leaauyto believe they ar
single family residences. Piercy stated that umdercode, they are nat.
Park models are licensed as recreational vehialesliaensed by th
Department of Labor and Industries. Manufacturemhé® are built under
HUD standards and under code, are considered mesilebut
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recreational vehicles have significant limitatiansterms on how yo
can use them as a residential structure. Piertgdstacreational vehicles
can be used as temporary residences during cofistruic certain zone
be left on property for a period of time for weelense or othe
recreational uses but they are not intended fongmy residence or to he
hooked up to utilities. Park models are being miadkeas residential
structures so people are purchasing them are asguthey can b
residences. Piercy stated that our Code Enforce®éiider has bee
actively busy in terms of having to deal with theBeercy stated that

have been told there is a dealership in ldaho ngakive price ver
attractive; therefore we are seeing a lot of inqailand illegal placings.
Piercy stated that it was apparent that one ofemiorcement action
would be brought to the attention of the Board awvel want to b
proactive and bring the issues to the attentioth@fBoard. Piercy stated
there are two ways to deal with this. One beingdatinue our Cod
Enforcement or look at our code to see if we neeathdke modification
to allow for limited use. The second not beingdirection he would lik
to make. Commissioner McClain questioned if theyevequipped t
handle snow loads, Piercy stated that they weresnotf they wer
placed in Upper County, they would eventually qudle. Commissioner
Crankovich stated he would like to see if we couse them short term,
if we don’t allow them completely we’ll have a raishcode enforcement
or people claiming they didn’t know. Piercy statgdi use them as ygu
would any other recreational vehicle. In certaimes up to 30 days or
up to 1 year while constructing. Commissioner Hubeestioned how
our code enforcement is coming across these cRsagy stated mos
cases are because of complaints. Commissioner Mcg€iaed from hig
perspective, our code already deals with this isBuercy stated that
does fairly effectively but because of the influximquiries, we want tg
bring it to your attention to let you know we anefacing the code|
Commissioner Crankovich questioned if migrant hoegdbeen brough
up in regards to the trailers. Piercy stated th&ad not but the heavy
equipment operating school wanted to bring in slFHEMA trailers ta
use as student housing but it was indicated to thewas prohibited
under code. Piercy stated that there are Park Mdtdat can meet HUI
standards and are licensed and inspected diffgrefiliose models ar
acceptable which causes some confusion becausmitdrgproduct with
the same name but built to different standards. i@ssioner Huber
questioned if there is anything we could do praaty. Piercy stated that
we could get a message out to the news media thdet know. Most
issues are coming from outside the area so istatewide education that
needs to occur. Commissioner Huber suggesteddettia local realtors
know also.
. Piercy stated that the Substitute Senate Bill G&afes that counties will
charge no more than $75 for building permits ifsitassociated with
accessory agricultural uses, as long as it is esilential. Piercy stated
we had issued about 70 permits so far this yeaa &btal of about
$65,000. If we charged $75.00 cap, our fees woaoldl tonly $5,000
Piercy stated it would impact our County by abo@0,$00 if the bill
were passed. Piercy stated that we have not yeomded as we wanted
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to make sure we responded in a manner the Commessiofelt
appropriate for Kittitas County. Piercy questionede respond, do we
identify the total amount of permits and the doltalue that would appl
to us or do we go into additional detail. Piercyoastated at the $75 ca
it would not cover our costs. Commissioner McClsirggested to shar
the facts with legislative. Commissioners Huber @nankovich agreed.

6. Piercy stated that Matt Morton is here to addréssiioard concernin
City of Cle Elum annexations.
