salary of an individual employee or class of employ ees, or 
discharging or disciplining an employee, that actio n shall be taken 
in a meeting open to the public.

He requested some clarification for budget purposes  and indicated 
that he was under the impression those funds were b eing used to fund 
some other line items. Julie Kjorsvik, Clerk of the  Board indicated 
that there is no set amount the Board has to award and that the 
Board does not have to award funds at all. 
 
UPDATE   YRBWEP-COMMISSIONER McCLAIN  COMMISSIONERS 
 
Commissioner McClain indicated that he had just spo ke with Benton 
County Commissioner, Max Benitz who sits on the YRB WEP working group 
with him. He indicated that he has been sharing all , information 
with Commissioner Jewell and Commissioner Crankovic h so they are 
informed of what’s taking place.  He noted that he will be meeting 
with Derek Sandison from Department of Ecology toda y to discuss 
further the County’s stance with the directions thi ngs are going 
pertaining to the YRBWEP work group. He indicated t hat Max Benitz 
shared with him that they will be drafting a letter  rejecting the 
proposals and that a letter will be coming for our Board to review.
