1. How would the proposal be likely to increase discharge to water; emissions
to air; production, storage, or release of toxic or hazardous substances; or production
of noise? Proposed measures to avoid or reduce such increases.

Rezoning the subject property to Forestry and Range to facilitate development of
surface mine would result in the potential only for an increase in particulate
emissions from the processing equipment and wind erosion, and the generation
of additional noise. There would be no storage of fuels or other toxic or
hazardous substances. Dust will be controlled by sprinkling active mine areas
when necessary and by use of water spray apparatus on the processing
equipment and by stabilizing active mine segments by re-vegetating them when
the resource in that segment is exhausted.

2. How would the proposal be likely to affect plants, animals, fish or marine
life: Proposed measures to protect or conserve plants, animals, fish or marine life.

Mining of the site as a permitted use will result in the removal of all vegetation
in each active mine segment on a temporary basis, which may also have
temporary effects on wildlife. However, each mine segment will be reclaimed
with vegetation indigenous to the area as mining moves to the next segment.

3. How would the proposal be likely to deplete energy or natural resources?
Proposed measures to protect or conserve energy and natural resources.

Approval of the proposed rezone would not deplete energy resources, although it
would result in the consumption of existing mineral resources. The mineral
resources available at the subject property will contribute to public and private
construction projects necessary to accommodate the population growth of the
county.
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4. How would the proposal be likely to use or affect environmentally sensitive
areas or areas designated (or eligible or under study) for governmental protection;
such as parks, wilderness, wild and scenic rivers, threatened or endangered species
habitat, historic or cultural sites, wetlands, floodplains, or prime farmlands?
Proposed measures to protect such resources or to avoid or reduce impacts.

The subject property has been used historically for open range land and has not
been designated as environmentally sensitivé or designated or under study for
special governmental protection. There are no parks, wilderness, or large water
bodies in the vicinity. A records check with the Departments of Natural
Resources and Fish and Wildlife revealed no threatened or endangered species.
While the site is within the wintering habitat of mule deer, that species is healthy
and hunted. It is notable that the area of impact at any given time will be
insignificant to the overall winter habitat available to the deer. No historic or
cultural sites are known within the subject property, and there are no wetlands,
Sloodplains or prime farmland.

No special measures to protect such resources are necessary.

5. How would the proposal be likely to affect land and shoreline use, including
whether it would allow or encourage land or shoreline uses incompatible with existing

plans? Proposed measures to avoid or reduce shoreline and land use impact.

Rezoning the property to Forestry and Range to allow a surface mine as a
permitted use would be consistent with the Kittitas County Comprehensive Plan
and compatible with the other resource uses in the vicinity. The subject property
is sufficiently large to separate the proposed surface mine from neighboring
properties. Further, prior to commencing operations the WDNR must issue a
reclamation permit, and the Department of Ecology must issue permits for air
quality and stormwater.  This additional regulatory review will ensure
compatibility with neighboring uses.

6. How would the proposal be likely to increase demands on transportation or
public services and utilities? Proposed measures to reduce or respond to such
demand(s).

Operation of a surface mine as a permitted use in the Forest and Range zoning
district would have little effect on public services and utilities. Access to the site
is provided indirectly from public roads via a private easement and those roads
have the capacity to carry the additional traffic from the mining operation.

7. Identify, if possible, whether the proposal may conflict with local, state, or
federal laws or requirements for the protection of the environment.

Rezoning the subject property to Forest and Range to permit the development of
a surface mine is consistent with the Kittitas County comprehensive plan and
Kittitas County Code 1.28.120 Mining and minerals. Prior to commencing
operations, the surface mine owner must prepare a reclamation plan and secure
a reclamation permit from the Department of Natural Resources and a Sand and
Gravel General Permit for stormwater and an Air Quality Program Portable
Source Permit from the Department of Ecology. There are no federal
regulations or requirements applicable to this proposal.
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
