Kittitas County Community Development Services jarel proposed amendments to Title 16,
Subdivisions, for clarity regarding fire protecticeguirements for land divisions. These amendments
were docketed with CDS prior to the June 30th dtgeadeadline.

The purpose of this amendment is to incorporatencenmts from the Fire Marshal and the International
Fire Code as conditions of preliminary plat appfoya a memo dated February 3, 2011 from Deputy
Prosecuting Attorney Neil Caulkins to the BOCC relgag the applicability of the International Fire
Code he indicated that he would advocate amendingare to make provisions of the IFC applicable at
eh subdivision stage rather than just at the ngldtage. RCW 58.17.110 deals with factors to be
considered for conditional plat approval. Thewgtastates, in part, thatproposed subdivision and
dedication shall not be approved unless the city, town, or county legidative body makes written findings

that appropriate provisons are made for the public health, safety, and general welfare, and the public

use and interest will be served by the platting of such subdivision and dedication .

Kittitas County Code, Title 16, SUBDIVISONS is amended to as follows:

16.05.020 Requirements.

A. Whenever a binding site plan for an eligible projegroposed on a parcel of land for which
neither a planned unit development or a buildingniehas been approved for the entire parcel,
the following must be satisfied prior to recording:

Upon application, the director shall distribute ie3o public agencies having pertinent
expertise or jurisdiction and all persons owningl property within 300 feet from and
parallel to the boundaries of the proposed actiwitind such contiguous area under the
legal control of the applicant for review and conmtne

return the application on the following:

Conformance of the proposed site plan with any @t building permit or planned unit
development and any conditions on a portion okites and with any applicable codes
and ordinances, of the State of Washington and&§tCounty. The director shall
identify, to the extent feasible, conditions likétybe imposed on building permits
related to dedication of right-of-way or open spag®l tracts, easements or limitations
which may be proposed or required for utilitiessess, drainage controls, sanitation,
potable water supply, protection of sensitive amagther unique conditions or features
which may warrant protection of the public heatthfety and welfare. Such preliminary
conditions shall not be binding at the time of dimy permit approval.

Proof that all lots or tracts created by bindirtg glan are approved for irrigation
delivery by the appropriate irrigation entity ottigas.

The director may require dedication of additiorwd right-of-way pursuant to criteria
contained in Kittitas County Code.

The plan must be approved and signed in the samaenas ahort plat. Prior to recording, the
director shall verify the final plan and any attants to determine whether the binding site plan
is accurate and complete and complies with anyitond or approval. Approval of a binding
site plan does not give the applicant a vested tagghuild without regard to subsequent changes
in zoning or building codes or other applicabledlaise regulations prior to application for a
building permit on the subject property.

county development regulations, including but iroited to: subdivision ordinance, zoning code,
