1. The addresses need to be clearly visible from both directions at the county road for all
properties.
2. The fire department access road needs to capable of supporting 75,0001bs in all weather,
be 20* wide, provide 13°6” vertical clearance and provide for adequate turn-around for
fire department apparatus in accordance with IFC 2006 — Appendix D.

SUBJECT:  Denmark Heights Short Plat

Our department has reviewed the Short Plat application and has the following comments:
“Preliminary Approval” has been granted, based on the information provided.

X __ “Conditional Preliminary Approval” has been granted, based on the information
provided. See below for conditions of preliminary approval:

“Additional Information Requested”. Prior to continuing the approval process for the
submitted development, additional information is requested for analysis.

The following shall be conditions of preliminary approval:

1. Private Road Certification: Private roads serving any of the lots within this development
shall be inspected and certified by a licensed professional engineer for conformance with
current Kittitas County Road Standards, 9/6/05 edition. Kittitas County Public Works
shall require this road certification to be completed prior to the issuance of a building
permit for any of the structures within the proposed plat.

2. Private Road Improvements: Access for Lots C1 and C2 shall be via the proposed 60’
access easement, as shown on the face of the preliminary plat. Access shall be
constructed as a Low-Density Private Road. See Kittitas County Road Standards, 9/6/05
edition.

a. Access easements shall be a minimum of 60’ wide. The roadway shall have a
minimum width of 20, with 1’ shoulders, for a total width of 22’.

b. Minimum centerline radius will be 60’.

c. The surface requirement is for a minimum gravel surface depth of 6”.

d. Maximum grade is 12%.

e. Stopping site distance, reference AASHTO.

f. Entering site distance, reference AASHTO.

g. Maintenance of driveway approaches shall be the responsibility of the owner whose
property they serve. The County will not maintain accesses.

h. Any further subdivision or lots to be served by proposed access may result in further
access requirements.

i. All roads located within this development or roads that provide access to this
development shall be constructed to current county road standards unless any other
maintenance agreements, forest service road easements or state easements require
higher road standards. The higher of the road standards shall apply.

j-  All easements shall provide for AASHTO radius at the intersection of county road.

k. A paved apron shall be constructed at the intersection of the proposed private
intersection and the county road right of way.

3. Cul-de-Sac for Existing Road: Since the access for lots C1 and C2 serves 3 or more lots,
a cul-de-sac shall be required at or near the northwest corner of lot C1. Permanent
dead-end streets shall have a turn-around having an outside right-of-way easement
diameter of at least 110’ (55’ radius) at the closed end. See Kittitas County Road
Standards, 9/6/05 edition.

a. Cul-de-sac design, reference AASHTO.
b. Contact the Fire Marshall regarding any additional cul-de-sac requirements.

4. Access Spacing: Access for lots F1 and F2 is being proposed via the 30’ access
easement, as shown on the face of the preliminary plat. However, the proposed access
location does not appear to meet the minimum access spacing required by current
Kittitas County Road Standards. Thrall Road is classified as a Rural Major Collector with
a posted speed limit of 50 mph. Current Kittitas County Road Standards requires a
minimum access spacing of 1,000’ between access locations. The proposed access
appears to be less than 800’ from the Denmark Road intersection. The applicant can
propose a different access location, further west, as long as adequate sight distance can
be achieved. The applicant shall propose an access location that can meet or exceed
the county’s minimum design standards for access spacing and for a joint-use driveway
as described below.

5. Joint-Use Driveway: A joint-use access shall serve no more than two tax parcels. Per
Kittitas County Road Standards, 9/6/05 edition.

a. Access easements shall be a minimum of 20" wide. The roadway width shall have a
minimum width of 12’.

b. The surface requirement is for a minimum gravel surface depth of 6”.

c. Maintenance of driveway approaches shall be the responsibility of the owner whose
property they serve. The County will not maintain accesses.

d. Any further subdivision or lots to be served by proposed access may result in further
access requirements.
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
