Jeff-Given your timeline, consider this email as the WSDOT’s response to the proposed short plat.

e The property is adjacent to [-90. 1-90 is a fully controlled limited access facility where access rights have been
acquired from the abutting owners. No direct access to [-90 will be allowed.

e Stormwater and surface runoff generated by this project must be retained and treated on site in accordance with
regulating agencies’ standards, and not be allowed to flow onto WSDOT rights-of-way.

e 1-90 is an existing facility. The proponent should be aware that they are proposing development in an area with
traffic noise. They should also expect that traffic noise may continue to grow into the future, and, as an essential
public facility, I-90 may need to be expanded to accommodate future traffic growth. If the proponent is
concerned with traffic noise affecting this development, it is the developer’s responsibility to dampen or deflect
any traffic noise for it.

e The WSDOT right-of-way fence typically lies one-foot inside our right-of-way line. The right-of-way fence
must not be altered or moved.

Thank you for the opportunity to comment on the short plat of approximately 26.5 acres
into 4 lots, proposed by Shawn Hedrick [SP-09-00008]. We have reviewed the
application and have the following comments.

Water Resources

Any ground water withdrawals in excess of 5,000 gallons per day or for the irrigation of
more than % acre of lawn or noncommercial garden will require a permit from the
Department of Ecology.

Chapter 173-150 WAC provides for the protection of existing rights against impairment,
i.e. interruption or interference in the availability of water. If water supply in your area
becomes limited your use could be curtailed by those with senior water rights.

The Attorney General’s Opinion, (AGO 1997 No. 6) regarding the status of exempt
ground water withdrawals, states that a group of wells drilled by the same person or
group of persons, at or about the same time, in the same area, for the same purpose or
project should be considered a single withdrawal and would not be exempt from the
permitting requirement contained in RCW 90.44.050, if the total amount withdrawn for
domestic use exceeds 5,000 gallons per day or if a total of more than .5 acre of lawn and
garden are irrigated.

The Attorney General’s opinion suggests that caution should be used in finding
developments to be exempt from needing a water right permit if the possibility exists that
the development of the project will result in the ultimate withdrawal of water in excess of
5,000 gallons per day or the irrigation of more than .5 acre of lawn and garden.

. This project is subject to WAC 173-539A. Source meter(s) must be installed at the
point(s) of withdrawal in compliance with WAC 173-173-100. Metering and
reporting will be required in compliance with 173-539A-070.

Our department has reviewed the short plat application and has the following comments:

X _ “Conditional Preliminary Approval” is recommended based on the information
provided. See below for conditions of preliminary approval.

“Additional Information Requested”. Prior to continuing the approval process for the
submitted development, additional information is requested for analysis.

The following shall be conditions of preliminary approval:

1. Cul-de-Sac Dedication: To help complete the cul-de-sac right of way at the end of Rein
Road, the portion of cul-de-sac right-of-way lying within Lot B1 and/or C1 shall be
dedicated to the County. The cul-de-sac portion shall be of equivalent dimension as the
portion dedicated during the 1995 short plat.

2. Joint-Use Driveway: A joint-use access shall serve no more than two tax parcels. See
Kittitas County Road Standards, 9/6/05 edition.

a. Access easements shall be a minimum of 20’ wide. The roadway width shall have a
minimum width of 12’

b. The surface requirement is for a minimum gravel surface depth of 6”.

c. Maintenance of driveway approaches shall be the responsibility of the owner whose
property they serve. The County will not maintain accesses.

d. Any further subdivision or lots to be served by proposed access may result in further
access requirements.

Single-Use Driveway: A single-use access shall serve no more than one lot. See Kittitas
County Road Standards, 9/6/05 edition.

a. The roadway shall be a minimum of 8’ wide with gravel surface.
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Dept. of Public Works

b. Maintenance of driveway approaches shall be the responsibility of the owner whose
property they serve. The County will not maintain accesses.

c. Any further subdivision or lots to be served by proposed access may result in further
access requirements.

3. Private Road Maintenance Agreement: The applicant shall meet all applicable conditions
of any pre-established or required Private Road Maintenance Agreements.

4. Lot Closure: It is the responsibility of the Professional Licensed Surveyor (PLS) to ensure
the lot closures are correct and accurate.

5. Access Permit: An approved access permit shall be required from the Department of
Public Works prior to creating any new driveway access or performing work within the
county road right of way.

6. Addressing: Contact the Kittitas County Rural Addressing Coordinator at (509) 962-7523
to obtain addresses prior to obtaining a building permit. A parcel cannot receive a
building permit or utilities until such parcel is identified with a 911 address.

7. Mailbox Placement: Mailboxes must be approved by U.S. Postal Service. Mailbox
locations are site specific. Contact your local Post Office for location and design
standards before beginning construction.

Current Kittitas County Road Standards, as adopted 9/6/05.
Chapter 12 — PRIVATE ROADS

12.12.010 General

Private roads shall meet the following conditions:

1. Private roads shall meet the minimum access requirements of the International Fire
Code as adopted by the County, and

2. Shall be designed and constructed in conformance with AASHTO Guidelines for
Geometric Design of Very Low-Volume Local Roads (ADT< 400) 2001, as now exists
or hereafter amended, and

3. Shall be inspected and certified by a licensed professional engineer for conformance
with the above referenced standards. In the alternative, an applicant may request the
private roadway to be inspected and subject to the approval of the Public Works
Director. If certification by the public Works Director/County Engineer is desired,
submission of road plans and necessary testing documentation that confirms
compliance with Kittitas County Road Standards is required, and services will be
performed on a reimbursable basis, and
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
