At this time, DOH records show the following:
 

·         1501 approved connections
·         992 active (constructed and occupied) connections

 
Then,
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·         408 (= 221 + 187) proposed connections

 
This then gives, when all are constructed and active:
 

·         1400 (= 992 + 408) active connections
 
So, after this set of proposed connections are constructed the water system would have 101
(= 1501 – 1400) available connections.
 

Thus, DOH has confidence that the Suncadia water system would still have sufficient water
availability through these proposed “phases” of development.
 
DOH also notes that Suncadia has submitted an updated Capacity Analysis that DOH has reviewed
and is awaiting an updated submittal from Suncadia addressing our comments.
