In regards to this project. KITTCOM recommends project have an assessment performed (and
mitigation if needed implemented) for Emergency Responder Radio coverage as per Washington
Administrative Code (WAC) 51-54A-0510.

KITTCOM'’s radio signal modeling indicates the location does not have sufficient signal to support
WAC requirements for Emergency Responder Radio Communications in the proposed project.
Furthermore, due to facilities location, Chief Wiseman, Snoqualmie Pass Fire and Rescue (SPFR)
confirmed significant event responses will require radio communications on SPFR primary, KITTCOM,
and Puget Sound Emergency Radio Network (PSERN) two-way radio communication channels.

General description of the site (circle one): Flat, rolling, hilly, steep slopes, mountainous, other.

What is the steepest slope on the site (approximate percent siope)?
The wastewater treatment facility area sits on slopes that range from 0% to 5%.

What general types of soils are found on the site (for example, clay, sand, gravel, peat, muck)? If
you know the classification of agricultural soils, specify them and note any prime farmland.
Four soil types are found within the wastewater system service area, and these soil types are
discussed below:

1. Chinkmin sandy loam: This soil is typically 20 to 40 inches deep and is moderately well
drained with a low to moderately low capacity to transmit water of 0.01 to 0.06 in/hr. Depth
to water is about 18 to 36 inches. The available water storage in profile is about 3.1
inches.

2. Index loamy sand: This soil is typically found on 30 to 65 percent slopes in the area.
These areas are not where the collection system piping or wastewater treatment facilities
will be located, and therefore, are not anticipated to be encountered. This soil is well
drained with a capacity to transmit water of 5.95 to 19.98 in/hr. The depth of these soils
are 40 to 70 inches deep and typically are on bedrock. The depth to water is more than

80 inches.

3. Jonas gravelly silt loam: This soil is found on 65 to 90 percent slopes in the area, are well
drained and are more than 80 inches deep. The capacity to transmit water is from 0.57
to 1.98 in/hr. As with the Index loamy sand soils, the coliection system piping and
wastewater treatment facilities are not located in these areas and will be outside our pro-
ject work areas.

4. Klapatche-rock outcrop complex: This soil is found on 45 to 90 percent slopes in the area,
are well drained and are 30 to 40 inches deep. The capacity to transmit water is from
1.98 to 5.95 in/hr. As with the Index loamy sand soils, the collection system piping and
wastewater treatment facilities are not located in these areas and will be outside our pro-

ject work areas.
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d. Are there surface indications or history of unstable soils in the immediate vicinity? If so, describe.
There has been no recent indications of unstable soils or earth movement at the Snoqualmie

Pass WWTP.

e Describe the purpose, type, and approximate quantities of any filling or grading proposed. Indicate

source of fill.
The WWTP building foundation will require excavation of unsuitable materials and structural

fill of approximately 2,000 CY for the total project. Fill is expected to be hauled in from pits
located in Easton or Cle Elum.

f. Could erosion occur as a result of clearing, construction, or use? If so, generally describe.
Erosion is not expected to occur as a result of clearing or construction. Construction of the
improvements will not affect wind-borne soil erosion following project completion. After con-
struction completed, the development will be primarily covered with hard surfacing, and land-
scaping, preventing the likelihood of erosion.

g. About what percent of the site will be covered with impervious surfaces after project construction (for

example, asphalt or building) ?
The WWTP will cover approximately 20% of the site and will be impervious.

h. Proposed measures to reduce or control erosion, or other impacts to the earth, if any:
BMPs.

2. AR

a. What types of emissions to the air would result from the proposal (i.e., dust, automobile, odors, in-
dustrial wood smoke) during construction and when the project is completed? If any, generally de-
scribe and give approximate quantities if known.

Typical emissions of dust and automobile odors will be generated during construction. Dust
control procedures will be in place during construction to limit the dust to the maximum extent
practicable. Construction activity will be limited to area immediately adjacent to the construc-
tion area. Dust is not expected after construction as the site will be primarily be covered with
hard surfaces or landscaping. After project completion, there will be no adverse effects on
the air, the emission will be from automobiles of staff or local residences. Minimal emission
for commercial heating devices may occur. The additional wastewater treatment processes
will be moved indoors which are expected to be a reduction in potential odor generation com-
pared to the existing wastewater treatment project.

This consult is in reference to Miscellaneous SEPA Application — SE-23-00006 Snoqualmie Pass. This
undertaking is located within the CCT Traditional Territories. We request any undertakings,
particularly those involving ground disturbing activities, to have an IDP in place prior to
implementation. This undertaking involves intense ground disturbing activities in the expansion and
decommissioning of the wastewater treatment facilities adjacent to a major fresh water resource.

The proposed project lies within the traditional territory of the Wenatchi Tribe, 1 of the 12
constituent tribes of the Confederated Tribes of the Colville Reservation (CTCR), which is governed
by the Colville Business Council (CBC). The CBC has delegated to the Tribal Historic Preservation
Officer (THPO) the responsibility of representing the CTCR with regard to cultural resources
management issues throughout the traditional territories of all of the constituent tribes under
Resolution 1996-29. This area includes parts of eastern Washington, northeastern Oregon, the Palus
territory in Idaho, and south-central British Columbia.

If ground disturbing activities are to be conducted, a cultural resource surface survey and sub-
surface testing of the area in and directly around the proposed ground disturbance are requested as
a surface observation will not be an accurate assessment of the existent potential for sub-surface
cultural deposits. Please do so prior to ground disturbing activities. These tests should be to the
terminal depth of the implementation to ensure the totality of the presence or absence of cultural
material. There are known cultural resources of historic and pre-contact significance nearby and the
project APE is considered Very High Risk for an inadvertent discovery according to the DAHP
predictive model. CCT H/A recommends that during implementation there be an inadvertent
discovery plan or (IDP) in place to ensure compliance with all Section 106 and relevant cultural
resource laws both federally and to the state of Washington. Previous surveys of the area have not
included subsurface testing near the proposed APE and those surveys are all over a decade old.

We disagree with the SEPA checklist section 13. There are known sites evidencing Native American
occupation of the area near the proposed APE. The sites have not been evaluated for eligibility and
should be prior to implementation. Previous surveys were inadequate to assess the risk to cultural
resources by this project. Tribes consider certain botanicals cultural resources and no ethnobotanical
reviews have been conducted in the area. There are known traditional cultural properties nearby
and as this project is projected to an extended duration of a few years terminating in 2025/2026, a
broader cultural resource survey is requested.

Significance process for the Snoqualmie Pass Utility District Wastewater Treatment Plant

Improvements. We have reviewed the documents and have the following comments.

Water Resources

If you plan to use water for dust suppression at your project site, be sure that you have a legal
right. In Washington State, prospective water users must obtain authorization from the
Department of Ecology before diverting surface water or withdrawing ground water, with one
exception. Ground water withdrawals of up to 5,000 gallons per day used for single or group
domestic supply, up to 5,000 gallons per day used for industrial purposes, stock watering, and
for the irrigation of up to one-half acre of non-commercial lawn and garden are exempt from
the permitting process. Water use under the RCW 90.44.050 exemption establishes a water
right that is subject to the same privileges, restrictions, laws and regulations as a water right
permit or certificate obtained directly from Ecology. Temporary permits may be obtainable in a
short time-period. The concern of Water Resources is for existing water rights. In some
instances water may need to be obtained from a different area and hauled in or from an
existing water right holder.
