Thank you for the opportunity to comment on this variance request. The Washington Department of Fish
and Wildlife (WDFW) has reviewed the variance request application and supporting documents. The
subject land is located along East Kachess Road along the eastern shore of Lake Kachess. The applicant is
looking to develop the lot that is near to the Lake Kachess shoreline and the perennial stream that is
located to the north of the parcel.

Within the area proposed for building, the perennial stream to the north of the building site is fish bearing
and given its close proximity to Lake Kachess could have potential for use by a variety of fish species,
including Bull Trout, a listed species. Thus, WDFW requests that the 100 foot minimum buffer for the
stream and the shoreline be left in place. These are the main concerns that WDFW has with this variance.
