Under water structures from dock removal – Divers will utilize a boat to remove underwater structures There is 
an old dock section laying at the bottom of the marina that will be lifted out via using a rope. Metal frames will 
be cut and lifted onto the dive boat for removal. 
Fountain pump removal – Plumbing lines that come in from the Columbia River will be disassembled and 
removed from the bottom of the river using a dive boat and diver. If necessary, any holes will be sealed with a 
concrete grout infill to prevent erosion.

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The open water portions of the reservoir in the vicinity of the site are used by waterfowl. WDFW Priority Species 
and Habitat data identify a Waterfowl Concentration Area and a Common Loon (Gavia immer) Use Area within 
the Wanapum Reservoir in the project vicinity (Grant PUD 2012, WDFW 2012). In general, waterfowl using the 
area eat plants, insects, crustaceans, mollusks and fish. The common loon eats aquatic invertebrates and fish. 
WDFW Priority Species and Habitat data also identify an occurrence of a western floater (Anodonta kennerlyi) 
north of the Project Site. 


Although existing conditions at the Project Site include degraded riparian and upland habitats, they could be 
used by valued wildlife species. Documented wildlife species in the project vicinity include songbirds, 
loggerhead shrike (Lanius ludovicianus), turkey vulture (Cathartes aura), purple martin (Progne subis), bald 
eagle (Haliaeetus leucocephalus), night snake (Hypsiglena torquata), racer (Coluber constrictor), mule deer 
(Odocoileus hemionus hemionus) and elk (Cervus elaphus) (WDFW 2012). Apart from songbirds none of the 
above species have been documented using the Project Site. Priority terrestrial habitats adjacent to the 
Project Site include cliffs/bluffs and shrub-steppe (WDFW 2012).
