Based on previous communications, these sites are for stockpiling road maintenance materials.

For the two figures, are these private wells or public water system wells? | only ask this question to
determine if the State Department of Health has any regulatory authority. If they are private wells,
then Kittitas County Health should be contacted.

As for the two provided maps, both show two well sites (i.e., two “circles” that | believe are 100-feet
radius circles centered on wells in the vicinity of the sites that are proposed for stockpiling
materials). For these maps, | have the following respective questions:

e Forthe graphic entitled “... Bowers Site ...”, the two wells are marked with yellow/orange
circles and the site(s) for stockpiling are two abutting pink rectangles that are also cross-
hatched? If “yes”, then | don’t see an issue with stockpiling materials.

e  For the graphic entitled “Dyer Site ...”, the two wells are marked with red circles and then
you show two areas enclosed by yellow/orange outline — are the yellow/orange areas the
sites for stockpiling? If the site for stockpiling is the clear area to the northeast of the lower
well site (assuming north is to the top of the graphic), then stockpiling in that area appears
satisfactory — the ground slope appears to be toward the northeast on this map (away from
the well) and the well has a vegetative buffer between it and the stockpiling area.

Attached are two maps showing 100 foot buffers from wellheads near the Dyer and Bowers sites for
the SEPA review on the materials storage. If DOH is satisfied, we can then issue the threshold
determinations on these two sites. As seen on the maps, the work comes nowhere near the 100 foot
radius around the Bowers site, and at the Dyer site, the buffer crosses into the vegetated area
