The total county budget is
$111,769,650. The total county budget
is set up by fund types by revenue
and expense category, and
departments within the funds. The
general fund is 36% of the county
budget, while the special revenue
funds are 41%. The budget is made
up of 36 county funds; one general
fund, twenty-six special revenue
funds, two debt service funds, two
capital projects fund, four proprietary
funds and one trust fund. The largest
of all these funds are the General
Fund and the County Road Fund.
