Lisa Young, Human Resources Director
said if the employee breakroom was unavailabfe they woufd need to'
work with the Union. There is space available at the Morris-
Sorenson Buildlng basement for storage. Mr. Pettit said he could
potentially have funding avail-abl-e from the CARES ACT to pay for the
prolect, but they are currently checking on it to ensur
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wouf d be avail-abl-e f or that purpose. The funding is separate f rom
the CARES ACT that the County may receive, as it's to be used
directly for elections.
