Chairman Wachsmith opened a Special Meeting to discuss
vaccination reporting policies and signage.

POLICY/PROCEDEURE AND ATTESTATION FORM FOR FULLY VACCINATE EMPLOYEES

HR Director, Lisa Young reviewed the proposed policy for the Board
to review. The policy was drafted in conjunction with Tristen Lamb,
Public Health Administrator and Chris Horner, DPA III. The
Department Head and Elected Officials would be in charge of ensuring
that employees who are no longer wearing masks have proof of
vaccination. HR will maintain a master list and will be filed as
part of employee medical records which is not accessible through
PDRS. If Department Heads or Elected Officials choose to keep their
own copies of the same information they should reach out to their
DPA and HR to ensure the records are being stored properly. The
Board agreed that the attestation form would be the method of
vaccination proof. The Board gave direction to send the policy
changes to Management Team before releasing the information to all
County employees.

SIGNAGE

The Board agreed that the signage provided by HR was efficient. The
policies will go into effect as of 6/2/21.
