At 2:IB p.m. CHAIRIfAII OSIADACZ opened a Public Hearing to consj-der
adopting an Ordinance to amend County Code by setting County
Commissioner District Boundaries and removing Voting Precincts from
the County Code.

JERRY PETTIT, AUDITOR said the Board of County Commissioners had
established an advisory committee to work through the process of
redrawing Commissioner District fines based on population numbers
from the 2020 Census. The IT and Auditor's office assisted with the
process. In February, the County Commj-ssioners accepted the map as
drawn by the Advisory Committee and requested enabling documents be
created. He said if the precinct boundary descriptions were
eliminated from code, they can be managed better and adopted by
Resolution versus an Ordinance whlch requires holding a Public
Hearing.

THOSE REQITESTING TO TESTIFY: PAULA McMINN expressed concerns about
Zoom meetings and how it drops people when they were trying to make
comments and how the newspaper is not reporting on issues, she
believes are important. She doesn't believe it's business as usual-
right now and the health of the county needs to be considered
relating to air pollution and the CWU flight school. THERE BEING NO
