PI'BLIC HEJARING BI,ACK HORSE AT IVHISKEY CREEK PI'D PT'BLIC WORKS

At 2:04 p.m. CHAIRIIAII WRIGHT opened a Public Hearing to consider a
request for an On-System Road Establ-ishment for Roads within the
Bfack Horse at Whiskey Creek Planned Unit Development.

CHAIRI,IAII WRIGHT said he had recused himself in the past when issues
relating to Black Horse had come before the Board, but indicated
there was no plat issue to be discussed today and he fel-t he coul-d
be impartial- in the matter. There were no concerns expressed.

ifOSH E"REDRICKSON, ENGINEER, reviewed a Staff Report and indicated
their office received an on-system county Road Establishment
application for roads serving the north half of the flrst phase of
the BIack Horse at Whiskey Creek Planned Unit Development (Black
Horse). He explained how the roads were constructed and they had met
the public standard. They were al-so verified in the field to meet
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the requirements. The roads were paved in 202! and a topcoat in
2022. The roads being considered are 29th Avenue/ Mustang court,
Morgan court, Longhorn Loop and the portions of Roundup Dri-ve,
Wrangler Drive and Bridle Way located north of 29th Avenue.

THOSE PRESENT & TESTfFYING: iIOHN WOODS said he was a neighbor of
Black Horse and there's been a LUPA fil-ed in court on the entire
project. He said if the County authorizes the request and then if
the appellant prevails in the appeal, it coufd alf end up changinq.
He recommended that the Board not make a decision on the matter
until the LUPA has been settled. THERE BEING NO OTHERS REQITESTTNG
TO TESTIFY, THE PT'BLIC PORTION OF THE HEARING VIAS CLOSED.

NEIL CAITLKINS, DEPUTY PROSECUTOR, addressed the LUPA case fil-ed and
there was no stay put in place, hence the Board is legally free to
make a determinationr ds is the applicant having to do with plat. He
said the case has been bogged down with discovery issues and the
County has been trying to work with the appellants, but in essence
they have not been pushing their case.
