Arden Thomas
stepped to the microphone and reviewed the language changes being considered for water mitigation regarding
cistern water suppliers and short plat requirements for water. All the water codes with minimal changes or
language change are listed below:

Commissioner Wright
asked for the definition of "Road" and questioned adequate water determination for platting and building process,
Jesse addressed both questions.
