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TOWNS TO TEAIIAWAY REQI'EST FOR SUPPORT EXTENDTNG PAUL' S TRAIL

Mark Cook briefed the Board of County Commissioners on a request
Public Works Department received to solicit a Statement of
Qualifications for an Archeologist to conduct a Culturaf Resource
Study on land pro;ected to continue the Towns to Teanaway Trail. Mark
Cook stated that currentl-y no easement exists on the land for the
trail and the Cl-e Elum Ridge Transaction is not complete. The Board
of County Commissj-oners agreed that the request is premature pending
the final land sal-e and directed staff to hold off on the request.
