On Site Sewage 


 


Finding 1 
Any on-site septic systems that are to be utilized for wastewater management must adhere to the 
standards set by both the Washington Administrative Code, and Kittitas County Code. In 
accordance with KCC 13.04.090, a minimum of one soil log for each proposed lot where individual 
sewage disposal systems are contemplated must be complete.  


 
Water 


 


Finding 1 


Proposed short plat indicates shared wells will be used. If the intention is to utilize a shared well at 
any time, a signed, notarized, and filed shared well users agreement will also need to be provided 
before short plat is finaled. All wells must meet setbacks required in Kittitas County Code prior to final 
approval.  The applicant must prove legal and physical availability of water for all new uses of water 
on proposed lots.
