The Snoqualmie Tribe [Tribe] is a federally recognized sovereign Indian Tribe. We were signatory to
the Treaty of Point Elliott of 1855; we reserved certain rights and privileges and ceded certain lands
to the United States. As a signatory to the Treaty of Point Elliot, the Tribe specifically reserved
among other things, the right to fish at usual and accustomed areas and the “privilege of hunting
and gathering roots and berries on open and unclaimed lands” off-reservation throughout the
modern-day state of Washington.

Thank you for the opportunity to review and comment. Based on the information provided and our
understanding of the project and its APE, we would recommend an archeological review performed
for this project. This is in an area the Snoqualmie Tribe considers culturally significant and has a high
probability to have unknown archaeological deposits. If any archaeological work is performed, we
request notification. An IDP should not be used in lieu of archeological investigation. Cultural and
archaeological resources are non-renewable and are best discovered prior to ground disturbance.

Thank you for contacting the Yakama Nation Cultural Resource Program (CRP) regarding the project
listed above. The project is located within the Ceded Lands of the Yakama Nation, the legal rights to
which were established by the Treaty of 1855 (12 stat. 951), between the Yakama Nation and the United
States Government. The Treaty set forth that the Yakama Nation shall retain the rights to resources upon
these lands and, therefore, it is with the assistance and backing of the United States Federal Government
that Yakama Nation claims authority to protect traditional resources.

The Yakama Nation has reviewed the SEPA form and other associated paperwork for the above-
mentioned project. The parcel on which this proposed new single family residence and future garage
are to be constructed is within a high probability area for encountering cultural resources. Several
previously recorded archaeological sites are located within a mile. The Yakama Nation requests that a
cultural resources survey be conducted and consulted on prior to approval of this proposed project. Our
office would like to receive a copy of the cultural resource survey report to review once it is completed.
